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COOPERATION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

INSTITUTE OF WORLD CIVILIZATIONS, NON-STATE
AUTONOMOUS NON-PROFITABLE ORGANIZATION OF HIGHER
EDUCATION (RUSSIAN FEDERATION)

AND

THE STATE OF GRENADA, REPRESENTED BY THE EMBASSY OF
GRENADA TO THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION (GRENADA)

Non-state autonomous non-profitable organization of higher education
«Institute of world civilizations», represented by rector Oleg Nikolaevich
Slobotchikov, acting on the basis of the Charter, on the one hand, and the Embassy of
Grenada, represented by H. E. Mr. Oleg Firer, Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of Grenada, hereinafter referred to as "the Parties", agreed as follows:

1. The aim of the cooperation

Based onmutually beneficial amicablerelationsthe Parties agreed to cooperate
in the field of education, science and cultural exchange.

The parties shall cooperate under this Agreement exclusively at no charge.
2.Areas of cooperation

2.1. Development and implementation of collaborative educational programs.

2.2. Conducting collaboration within areas and objects of common interest.

2.3. Exchange of information on educational programs and scientific
developments.

2.4. Other areas of cooperation in the fields of education, science and culture.

2.5. Exchange of students and teachers for the purpose of educational
cooperation and participation in scientific elaborations.



3. Implementation of the Agreement

3.1. The Parties that have concluded this Agreement recognize that its
implementation will be carried out by signing additional agreements and protocols to
them, concluding separate agreements on the areas of activity.

3.2. The parties assume the obligation to presentmutual activities in contacts
with third parties, creating a favorable image of the partner.

3.3. The Parties agreed to refrain from actions that may cause direct or indirect
damage to financial and economic condition, reputation and prestige of both Parties.

4. The term of the Agreement

4.1. This Agreement is considered to have entered into force from the moment
of its signing by the Parties and is valid for five years.

4.2. This Agreement may be terminated/extended; however, the initiator-Party
must notify the other Party of its intention in writing no later than thirty days before
the expiration date of the Agreement.

4.3. If neither Party has declared its intention to terminate the agreement, it is

automatically renewed for another five years.

S. Dispute resolution

5.1. All disputes, contradictions and disagreements that may arise between the
Parties in connection with the implementation of this Agreement are subject to settle

in amicable negotiations.  ©

5.2. If these disputes cannot be resolved in negotiations, they will be resolved
in accordance with the procedure established by international law.

6. Other conditions

6.1. This Agreement is made in two copies for each Party in English language
having equal legal force.
